Course Description:

This course is designed to present and aid in the mastery of specific Geometric principles.  Upon mastering these concepts, your understanding will be required to solve problems, find missing information, or prove whether or not a statement is true.
Materials needed:
Each day, you are expected to be prepared with the materials required for success such as:
· Geometry Textbook
· Loose Leaf Paper or Spiral Bound Notebook
· Calculator (graphing or scientific) – Can be checked out in PLD library

· Pencils/Pens
· 3 Ring Binder to keep papers organized

· Spiral bound index cards (100 ct.)
Academic Expectations: 

· Class work
Daily lessons will have in-class practice with possible non-graded exit slips.  Class work is expected to be completed during your time in class and will often be checked or collected before the period is over. 

· Homework
Homework will be assigned on a daily basis. Homework may be problems from the textbook or worksheets and is to be completed outside of class. Assignments are carefully chosen and are crucial for students to expand their understanding.
· Homework Quizzes
Homework quizzes will be given every 3 days (barring schedule changes).  Quiz questions will look very similar to specific homework problems from the previous assignments; in fact, each question will reference a homework problem and page number it is similar to.  Quizzes will be divided into sections/skills (ex. 11.4 Circles) and each section will have its own grade in the computer.  This allows you to know exactly which sections you have a solid understanding of and which sections you need more practice on.  Opportunities for grade improvement in this category will be announced throughout the semester and may take on various forms. You will be permitted to use your completed homework assignments on these quizzes.
· Participation
Seeing as we learn by doing, participation is expected in ways such as:

· Following along, taking notes during the lesson

· Asking questions when misunderstandings occur

· Completing all tasks assigned during class to the best of your abilities

· Working respectfully and cooperatively with classmates during group activities
· Taking responsibility for your own learning
· Notecard Checks
Each day, we will be adding definitions, theorems, pictures, concepts, etc. to our geometric understanding.  Your notecards are there to help you remember/study all the new terms we have talked about. Notecards will be checked for completion on the day of each unit’s test.  For success in this course, it is vital you keep up with your notecards.  If you miss a day, copy a friend’s notecards.  If a test is coming up and you find yourself behind in your notecards, check with a friend to see which definitions you are missing.  These are easy points and can go a long way in helping you earn the grade you desire.
Notecards may also be used on homework quizzes.
· Late work/Make-Up Work
If you are absent, check the website to see what you have missed.  More often than not, the website will have the notes from the lesson and the homework assignment from the day you missed.  If you are still confused or need clarification, talk to me.
If you miss a homework quiz or a test, making them up ASAP is in your best interest.  The longer you wait, the harder it will be to remember what we covered.  If an assignment is still missing by the time I enter grades, it will go into Infinite Campus as “Missing” (which is a 0%) and will bring your grade down.  It can still be made up, but we must find a time for you to do so.

· Grade Breakdown
Formative (40%) – Two types of grades will be entered into this category: (1) notecard checks and (2) homework quizzes. 
Summative (45%) – Tests given at the end of each unit … typically larger in nature

Final Exam (15%) - A final exam will be given at the end of each semester.  Leading up to the exam, substantial review time will be provided the week before.  Material from the entire semester will be fair game for the exam.
